 Required firing distances – (1) 5 yards to less than 15 yards; (2) 15 yards to less than 25 yards; (3) 25 
 yards or greater. 
 Required percentages of rounds – minimum of 20% but not more than 40% from any above firing 
 distances.

  Course – 3 seconds per round 5 yards to less than 15; 4 seconds per round when firing 15 yards  
  to less than 25 yards; 5 seconds per round when firing at 25 yards or greater. 
  Reloads – an additional 5 seconds may be added for each round of ammunition reloaded in a   
  long gun with an integral magazine and also for reloading a gun with a detachable box magazine. 
 Required body positions - Standing (unsupported); Standing (supported by a barricade); Kneeling or 
 sitting (supported by a barricade or unsupported).
