LEGAL CORNER

Basis for traffic stop - crossing center line.
Section 21-309, Maryland Transportation Article, pro-
vides “a vehicle shall be driven as nearly as practi-
cable entirely within a single lane and may not be
moved from that lane until the driver has determined
that it is safe to do so.” Last year, the Maryland Court
of Appeals held that a momentary crossing of the shoul-
der line of the roadway did not violate §21-309, and
suppressed drugs found in a vehicle police stopped for
crossing the white shoulder line. Rowe v. State, 363
Md. 424 (Apr. 4, 2001).

This year, the Maryland Court of Special Ap-
peals again considered the validity of a stop under §21-
309, and whether contraband found in the car should
be suppressed. This time, a trooper watched while the
vehicle crossed the center line of the roadway in the
early morning hours. After pulling the car over for
that reason, and then smelling burning marijuana, the
trooper searched the car and found drugs and a dag-
ger in the front seat passenger area. The passenger
was charged, and moved to suppress the contraband.

The trial court carefully distinguished Rowe,
saying that crossing the center line into an oncoming
lane of traffic (as opposed to crossing onto the shoul-
der), even briefly, is inherently dangerous. The trooper
had enough basis for the stop, especially where there
was no good reason why the car crossed the center line
(traffic conditions, weather, terrain). Because the stop
was valid, and the search was based on probable cause
(smell of marijuana), the court refused to suppress the
contraband found in the car. On appeal, the Court
agreed with and adopted the trial court’s reasoning,
and upheld the validity of the traffic stop under §21-
309. Edwards v. State, 2002 WL 340587 (March 5,
2002).

Traffic stop - K-9 alert - probable cause -
search of passengers. Police stopped a vehicle for
speeding and running a red light. While one officer
was writing the tickets, a K-9 officer arrived with K-9
Bosco. Bosco scanned the vehicle and alerted twice,
indicating drugs in the car. Police informed the driver
and passengers that they suspected the vehicle con-
tained drugs, and had each occupant exit the vehicle
so they could search them. Police were not just con-
ducting Terry pat-downs for weapons, but were look-
ing for ‘anything suspicious.” When Wallace (a pas-
senger) was patted down, the officer felt a hard object
near his groin that he knew was not a gun, knife, or
weapon. Wallace was cuffed, but not placed under
arrest, and then was walked to a grassy area off the
roadway. While walking him to the grassy area, the
officer saw Wallace move his hips in an attempt to
shake the object loose. When the officer searched
Wallace again, the object was gone from the groin area,

but a clear plastic baggie containing cocaine was pro-
truding from his left pants leg; he was charged with
CDS possession.

At Wallace’s suppression hearing, he argued
that the K-9 alert, without more evidence, did not give
police probable cause to conduct a warrantless search
of a passenger of an automobile. The trial court held
the K-9 alert was sufficient probable cause, basing its
ruling on language from previous Maryland cases which
indicated that a K-9 alert may give rise to the right to
search a car and to arrest (and then search incident to
arrest) an occupant without a warrant. The drugs were
not suppressed, and Wallace was convicted.

The issue of whether a K-9 alert on a car gives
police probable cause to search the car’s passengers is
an issue of first impression in Maryland. The Court of
Special Appeals restated the general rule that a K-9
alert is sufficient to create probable cause to conduct a
warrantless search of a car. In 2001, the Court of Ap-
peals upheld the warrantless search of a driver after a
K-9 scanned and alerted on the car - the driver was the
only person in the car. Wilkes v. State, 2001 WL 706260
(2001). The Court here carefully distinguished Wilkes
from the situation where Wallace was a passenger. The
Court held that under the 4th Amendment, police ac-
tions up to and including the K-9 scan were proper.
But without more evidence than the K-9 alert to link
the suspected presence of drugs in a vehicle to one of
its passengers, there was not enough probable cause
here to search the passengers. Wallace's conviction
was reversed. Wallace v. State, 2002 WL 272403 (Feb.
27, 2002).

No-knock warrant - search of persons on
premises. Police narcotics task force conducted a 4-
month investigation of drug suspect, and obtained a
search & seizure warrant authorizing no-knock entry
for search of suspect and 2 houses for drugs. One of
the addresses was thought to be a stash house, and
when police executed the no-knock warrant at that
house, they found Rashida Dashiell, her 2 children, and
another woman. Police secured the premises, did pat-
downs of the 2 adults, and cuffed them. The officer
patting down Dashiell felt a plastic bag he thought con-
tained cocaine, but did not remove it. He told another
officer about it, and that officer advised Dashiell that
the first officer said she had something on her. Dashiell
said, “yes, the dope.” Police could see the plastic bag
hanging out of Dashiell’s pocket, and he removed the
bag, which contained crack and marijuana. She later
admitted that the house was in her name, and more
drugs were found there. After being charged with CDS
possession/intent to distribute, Dashiell moved to sup-
press the drugs found on her and at the house. The
court denied the motion, stating it was reasonable in
this case for police to do a pat-down for weapons, and
once police asked her about the drugs, she admitted

having them and the police saw the bag of drugs on
her; there was probable cause to seize the plastic bag.
Dashiell was convicted.

On appeal, Dashiell argued the pat-down was
illegal. The Court of Special Appeals reiterated the
rule that the 4th Amendment and Terry require a pat-
down for weapons be supported by reasonable
articulable suspicion, and whether RAS exists depends
on the facts of each case. The issue is whether a rea-
sonably prudent officer in those circumstances would
reasonably believe his or others’ safety was in danger.
The Court considered the following facts important:
the house was a high drug traffic area; the main sus-
pect in this case was believed to use it as a stash house;
the application for a no-knock warrant contained in-
formation about drug trafficking activity at the house;
and information came from a CI, from citizens, and
from weeks of police surveillance. The Court noted
that when probable cause exists that drugs are being
used or sold at a private residence, it is likely that
everyone there is aware of it. The Court also noted
that officer safety is a crucial consideration, particu-
larly when police encounter individuals in their own
homes, or otherwise on their own turf. The nature of
drug trafficking compounds the degree of danger to
police, because of the connection between guns and
drugs. The Court noted that police have authority to
detain occupants while executing a search warrant,
but there is no automatic right for police to pat-down
every person on premises named in a search warrant.
But in this case, there was enough RAS to justify a
limited pat-down for weapons of persons on the pre-
mises during the execution of this no-knock warrant.
Conviction upheld. Dashiell v. State, 2002 WL 340583
(March 5, 2002).

Functional equivalent of interrogation -
Miranda warnings required. Police suspected
Drury was involved with a break-in and theft, and
brought him to the police department for question-
ing. Before giving Miranda rights, the interrogating
officer placed before Drury a tire iron from the break-
in scene and a bag containing some of the stolen items.
The officer indicated the evidence would be printed.
Drury made incriminating statements linking himself
to the items; then police Mirandized him, and Drury
refused to answer any questions. Drury was charged
with burglary and theft over $300, and moved to sup-
press his statements, arguing placing evidence in front
of him was the functional equivalent of an interroga-
tion because it was designed to elicit an incriminating
response. The court denied the motion; Drury was
convicted.

The Court of Appeals reversed Drury’s con-
viction. The Supreme Court has ruled that Miranda
protections apply when a person in custody is subjected
to either express questioning or its functional equiva-
lent. Rhode Island v. Innis, 446 U.S. 291 (1980). This
rule applies to actual questioning and to any words or

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actions by police (except routine things like booking pro-
cedure, etc.) that police should know are reasonably likely
to elicit an incriminating response. The Court concluded
that from telling Drury he was being brought in for ques-
tioning, putting the evidence before him, and telling him
the items would be printed, the officer should have known
he would elicit a statement from Drury. The Court held
that under these circumstances, Drury should have been
Mirandized before the officer proceeded with the ‘func-
tional equivalent’ of an interrogation. Drury v. State,
2002 WL 364347 (March 8, 2002).

Search - 911 call - exigent circumstances.
Police dispatch received an ‘open’ 911 call (no one speaks),
where there were sounds of fighting in the background,
and 2 officers were dispatched to the home of Eduardo
Grant. Upon arrival, police saw an open front door with
a closed screen door, and through the screen, they saw a
small child playing in the living room. A woman in the
room said everything was fine, and then let the officers
in. Tomeka Jackson walked into the room with some
blood on her shirt, and the officers asked her if anyone
was hurt. Jackson said her child dialed 911, and that no
one was hurt but the child fell and busted her lip. Jack-
son wiped the child’s lip, but there was no blood, and the
child’s mouth looked normal. The officers asked Jackson
if anyone else was in the home, and she said ‘no;’ just
then a door closed inside the home. Officers asked Jack-
son who was hurt, and she replied ‘whatever it is, | did
it,’” and sat down with her head down. The officers
knocked on the door that had closed, which was Grant's
room. After initially refusing, Grant opened the door and
reluctantly exited his room at the officers’ request. Po-
lice noticed Grant had bleeding scratches on his neck and
a sizeable cut in the crook of his elbow. Not knowing if
anyone else was injured, 1 officer went into Grant’s room,
far enough to make sure no one else was in the part of
the room not visible from the doorway. Once inside, the
officer saw drug distribution implements on a desk with
white powder on them. Grant immediately became hos-
tile and struggled with police. After they subdued and
cuffed him, one officer opened the top drawer of the desk,
and found several small baggies of cocaine. Police cut off
the search and got a search warrant for the rest of the
home, by which they later found more drug material.
Grant was charged with several CDS and paraphernalia
offenses, assault, and resisting arrest. Before trial, he
moved to suppress all pre- and post-warrant evidence
seized from his room. The motion was denied, because
the court found sufficient exigent circumstances existed
for police to enter his room, and that the items discov-
ered on the desk were in plain view. The court held it
was not necessary to continue the search into the desk
drawer without a warrant, but found that it would have
been inevitably discovered pursuant to the search war-
rant. Grant was convicted.

On appeal, Grant did not challenge the inevitable
discovery ruling about the drugs found in the desk. He
argued that although police were validly inside the home
by consent of one of its occupants, what they heard and
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saw did not justify a warrantless intrusion into his room.
The Court of Special Appeals disagreed, and found the
entry into his room constitutionally permissible because
police had a reasonable belief there could be someone in-
side in need of immediate help, or who was armed and
dangerous. The Court noted this was not a situation where
police based their suspicion only on an open 911 call. The
officers thoroughly articulated the observations upon
which they based their suspicion: 911 call with sounds of
fighting; inconsistency between Jackson’s report of the
child falling and the child’s good condition; Jackson’s
bloody shirt and her false statement that no one else was
in the house; seeing Grant's bleeding wounds after he re-
luctantly exited his room. Exigence justified the entry
into Grant’'s room, and once there, the contraband police
saw was in plain view and therefore admissible. Grantv.
State, 2001 WL 1537748 (Dec. 4, 2001).

Searches - destruction of evidence - no
exigence. Police received an anonymous tip about Marion
Dunnuck growing marijuana in her home, and that the
plants were visible through a window from outside the
home. Police went to the home, saw the plants, and
knocked on the door. There was no answer, so they waited
outside for Dunnuck to return home. When she did, they
waited a few minutes and then knocked, indicating they
were police with a drug task force and “needed to come
in.” With that, the officer stationed near the window saw
the plants shaking, causing him to believe they were about
to be destroyed. He told the other officers, and then they
gained entry to the house (it was unclear whether
Dunnuck opened the door or police forced their way in).
Dunnuck was Mirandized, then asked if she would con-
sent to a search of the house. One officer advised her
they would seize the house while they got a warrant, and
that consent would make things go faster. Dunnuck signed
the consent, and the marijuana plants were seized dur-
ing the search. Her motion to suppress the evidence was
unsuccessful at trial and before the Court of Special Ap-
peals, because both courts found police had probable cause
to believe a crime was being committed and a reasonable
belief evidence was being destroyed.

The Court of Appeals put this case in terms of
whether police authority to make a warrantless arrest
(formerly Art. 27, 8594B, now Criminal Procedure Ar-
ticle, 82-201 et seq.) ‘trumps’ the 4th Amendment’s lim-
its on police authority to forcibly enter a home to make
an arrest. The 4th Amendment generally prohibits war-
rantless entry into a home to make a routine felony ar-
rest, but one exception to that rule is exigent circum-
stances. Exigent circumstances must be urgent, imme-
diate, compelling, and genuine, and cannot be created by
police action. The Court noted that by knocking and iden-
tifying themselves, police created their own exigence, and
could not point to any real or serious consequences that
would have occurred if they had just obtained a warrant
based on the probable cause they already had. Convic-
tion reversed. Dunnuck v. State, 2001 WL 1591430 (Dec.
14, 2001).

2002 ANNUAL GOVERNOR'S CRIME

The awards are presented
once a year, and their purpose is to recognize outstand-
ing contributions to the furtherance of crime preven-
tion.

Police Training Series: Brain Injury
Police Interaction with Individuals with Brain Injury: A video series designed
to train police officers in interacting with individuals with various impairments/disabilities.

Why be concerned with brain injury?

Every 15 seconds, one person in the U.S. sustains a Traumatic Brain Injury (TBI). There are 5.3 million
Americans living with TBI-related disabilities today. Brain injury is the leading cause of death and disabil-
ity for Americans under the age of 45. In Maryland alone, there are approximately 6,000 moderate to severe
brain injuries that occur each year. That is 15 Marylanders admitted to the hospital with a brain injury
each day!

What is involved in this training?

Audience

This series is intended to train all law enforcement officers to interact safely and knowledgeably with sub-
jects with brain injury. The focus is on the protection of both parties and the de-escalation of a stressful
situation.

Video

The video is 24 minutes and 19 seconds long, and is divided into three segments, each depicting a law
enforcement confrontation with an individual who has a brain injury and/or family member. It is recom-
mended that the training instructor/facilitator present each of the three video segments individually, taking
sufficient time to critique and discuss each segment with the class.

Workbook

The workbook is a companion piece to the video and reviews each scenario with questions and discussion
points. A written examination, which must be successfully completed by each participant, is provided at
the end of the Workbook.These statistics indicate that a significant portion of the U.S. population is living
with some degree of brain injury. As a police officer, the chances are good that you will be interacting with
a person with a brain injury more frequently than you previously imagined.

What does brain injury look like?

Brain injury is often referred to as “the unseen injury” because some people appear “fine” physically, but
may have cognitive or behavioral impairments that are harder to “see.” Effects of brain injury may be
categorized into 3 general areas:

Physical, for example: seizures, slurred speech, difficulty walking, poor balance

Thinking (cognitive), for example: memory problems, difficulty concentrating,unable to organize or priori-
tize difficulty with multi-tasks, confusion

Behavior, for example: poor social skills irritability and anxiety, impulsive and excitable, poor self-aware-
ness, anger and aggression, verbally/physically combative

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How to use the video and workbook

The video and workbook are designed to be used together as a complete training tool. The video consists of three
separate vignettes designed to train police officers in interacting with individuals with brain injury. The workbook
addresses each video segment individually outlining the important elements of each scenario. The facilitator should
play each video segment, stopping after each segment to refer to the workbook before proceeding to the next. Each

segment of the workbook begins with a heads-up statement to the officer viewing the video.
